Initial Cloning

Summary: ownership is not preserved.
¢ Create two files in a remote folder to simulate the wiki install on the server.
¢ Change their permissions and ownership to match what's on the server:

~/gittest/remote$ 1s -1

- TWXTIWX- - - ptruchon www-data Dec : file2.txt

e Initialize git:
git init
git add .

git commit -m 'initial commit on remote'
git log

¢ Create a local folder and clone from remote:

git clone ~/gittest/remote/ ~/gittest/local

¢ The log on the local copy looks good:

~/gittest/local$ git log

¢ But the www-data group ownership wasn't preserved:
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~/gittest/local$ 1s -1

total
- FPWXTIWXT - X ptruchon ptruchon Dec : filel.txt
- FTWXTIWXT - X ptruchon ptruchon Dec : file2.txt

¢ Change the group back to www-data:

sudo chgrp www-data

Making Local Changes

Summary: no issues here
e Edit filel. txt from the local directory.
~/gittest/local$ git status

On branch master
Your branch is up to date with 'origin/master"'.

use "git restore <file>..." to discard changes working directory

Summary: Need to checkout a different branch on remote first and permissions are not preserved.
¢ Try to push changes to remote while master is still checked out on remote:

~/gittest/local$ git push origin master
